LENTñ GUIDELINES FOR   

FASTING AND ABSTINENCE 
¶ Ash Wednesday and Good Friday are both days of fasting and ab-

stinence. We are also obliged to observe abstinence (but not fasting) 

on all Fridays during Lent. According to Canon Law, the law of fast-

ing binds all Catholics from the completion of their 18th birthday to 

the day after their 59th birthday.  

¶ The law of fasting allows only one full meal a day, but does not     

prohibit taking some food in the morning and evening, or the full 

meal may be taken in the evening instead of midday. The quantity of 

food taken at the two lighter meals should not exceed the quantity at 

the full meal. The drinking of ordinary liquids does not break the fast. 

¶ The law of abstinence binds persons from the completion of their 

14th year, so the law of abstinence applies to Catholics from the day 

after their 14th birthday and onward throughout life. 

¶ The law of abstinence forbids the consumption of meat, but not of 

eggs, milk products or condiments made of animal  fat. Abstinence 

does NOT include meat juices and liquid foods made from meat. 

Thus, such foods as chicken broth, consommé, soups cooked or    

flavored with meat, meat gravies or sauces, as well as seasonings or 

condiments made from animal fat are NOT forbidden. So it is permis-

sible to use margarine and lard. Even bacon drippings which contain 

little bits of meat may be poured over lettuce as seasoning.

The average child in this programme receives about $200-$300 per month off the fees, paid by 

the scholarship fund (directly to the school bursar), while the child’s family pays the rest.
