PRESENTATION OF THE LORD... JESUS CAME TO BRING LIGHT 

“Now, Master, you may let your servant go in peace, according to your word, for my eyes have seen your salvation, 

which you prepared in the sight of all the peoples: a light for revelation to the Gentiles, and glory for your people Is-

rael.” Very often, having more light is not something we desire as it forces us to confront something we really do not 

want to see. There can be comfort found in darkness. It has an eerie sense of security to it. We do not have to chal-

lenge ourselves or be challenged and can simply exist in some fabricated state of self-fabricated blissfulness. Jesus 

came to bring light, and it is a light that is resisted by many and hated by some. It is a light that causes us to see things 

as they really are and not as we would want or need them to be. 

It is no wonder then that Simeon boldly and honestly proclaims to Mary, “Behold, this child is destined for the fall 

and rise of many in Israel, and to be a sign that will be contradicted and you yourself a sword will pierce so that the 

thoughts of many hearts may be revealed.” We have to take the Gospel message as it is and not just use those parts 

that are useful to us or more palatable. Taking Jesus at face value can and will lead to turmoil and dissention. Hearts 

will be pierced. Whether we like it, Jesus’ proclamation of what the world God created really ought to look like has 

real and absolute social implications. 

It has a lot to say about how we treat our brothers and sisters: spiritually, personally, economically, and globally. It 

has everything to do with the poor, the immigrant, the scared, the unborn, the vulnerable, the sick, and the broken. The 

light opens us to a challenging, table-turning experience that may not be something we want to see but shows us 

where we need to be.

CELEBRATE WITH OUR NEWLY CONFIRMED!  

Today is a special day for our Confirmandi, their families and the Roman 

Catholic Community here in the Cayman Islands. We share in the joys of 

these young people who have completed their preparations for the reception 

of the Sacrament of Confirmation on this special day when we also celebrate 

the Presentation of Our Lord.  Pope Francis in a 2018 Homily on this special 

Feast Day, preached, “Forty days after Christmas, we celebrate the Lord who enters the 

Temple and comes to encounter his people. In the Christian East, this feast is called the 

“Feast of Encounter”: it is the encounter between God, who became a child to bring new-

ness to our world, and an expectant humanity, represented by the elderly man and woman 

in the Temple.” 

For the last two and a half years, these young people of our Parish have committed to en-

gage a process of encounter, through their Confirmation preparation process. For many of 

them it was an opportunity to learn the faith in the company of their friends. Naturally for 

others it was a very demanding process, setting aside other things they enjoy to attend Con-

firmation classes. For others, at times they felt being ‘forced’ to participate in the process. 

We were privileged to see it all coming together two weeks ago on their weekend retreat 

when they had the opportunity to build their relationships further by spending time with 

each other, learning about their faith, encountering Christ in the Sacraments, listening to 

inspiring talks, eating together, playing together and just simply loving each other. Observ-

ing all this, Fr. Patrick Gonyeau, the Confirmation Retreat Team Members and the Confir-

mation Catechists all agreed that these are all characteristics of a Christian Community, a 

people who have encountered Christ! 

Pope Francis, continuing his homily, spoke of the young couple Mary and Joseph, finding 

their roots in the community of faith gathered at the temple. He also shared that they did 

not only depend on reading their sacred scriptures and religious books in their homes, iso-

lated from the community, but that they experienced their treasured faith in the “…art of 

living with God, learned from the experience of those who have gone before us.” Our Holy 

Father went on to share that “In this encounter, the young see their mission…” 

As our young people make their firm commitment to continue to live out this mission of 

sharing the Good News with others in their words and actions, let us offer them our lives as 

examples of good Christian living that they can model. Let us also offer them our prayerful 

support, because being a young Christian today is not an easy feat. If they know that we are there to support them they 

will be encouraged on their faith journey. 

Thank you to these teens who have engaged the process, who have made sacrifices along the way and today will say a 

resounding ‘Yes!’ to being joyful missionary disciples. Thank you to their parents and their sponsors who have carried 

out their task to follow through with the faith formation of these teens and have also committed to continue to carry out 

their important functions. On behalf of Fr. Theo, Fr. Naveen, Deacon Joe and the rest of the Parish Staff we are grateful 

for all that you have done and will continue to do. 

To our teens, we share these words from Pope Francis: “Savouring the encounter with Jesus is also the remedy for the 

paralysis of routine, for it opens us up to the daily “havoc” of grace. The secret to fanning the flame of our spiritual life 

is a willingness to allow ourselves to encounter Jesus and to be encountered by Him... If we encounter Jesus and our 

brothers and sisters in the everyday events of our life, our hearts will no longer be set on the past or the future, but will 

experience the “today of God” in peace with everyone.” 

Please continue to pray for these 29 teens today, and every day!

The St. Ignatius/Dorothy Rice Memorial Scholarship Fund assists families who are not able to 

afford the full tuition at St. Ignatius School (which averages about $9500 per year). Each year 

we help to keep children in our school who otherwise couldn’t afford a Catholic Education.  

Over the past 22 years we have assisted  more than 180 children from over 120 families!  

The average child in this programme receives about $200-$300 per month off the fees, paid by 

the scholarship fund (directly to the school bursar), while the child’s family pays the rest.     

In return for the help, the families actively contribute to the school and parish in a variety of ways (helping out with 

fundraisers, chaperoning school trips, cleaning the grounds, assisting at sports days, serving on committees, etc.).
